More than £30 million Assembly Government
funding has been ear marked for the
redevelopment of the Cardiff Royal Infirmary
site.

Ouir first phase of work is to provide detection
to a number of areas which are currently being
striped out in readiness for refurbishment.

Gent
Vigilon equipment is being installed to form
part of the existing site wide system.

Further new build works will follow as part of a
£22 million state of the art Emergency Care
Centre.

MORRISTON

We are currently working on phase la of the
Health Vision Swansea, an investment of £21.9
million in a new Helipad and mulstorey car
park which is to serve as a platform for future
development of the Morriston Hospital site.
